Account Balances - Please note that account balances must be $0 by June 11th, 

in order to participate in graduation.   

 

Graduation - Thursday, June 14th - 5:00pm & 6:00pm - Please be looking for 

the posted list to see which program your child will be in. 

 

 

Registration Fees - due June 1st - If your child is returning to Noah’s Ark in the 

fall, please pay your registration fee by June 1st to hold your child’s spot in a 

class.
